Dr. Banerjee is passionate about research, having led many landmark medical research 

trials, presented the latest scientific results from studies, and has published more than 

450 peer-reviewed manuscripts and book chapters. His keen interest in how he could 

use research to change the course of disease drew him to minimally invasive 

endovascular procedures and inspired him to affect those changes in his patients.  

He is the incoming editor in chief of the American Journal of Cardiology. Previously he 

served as deputy editor of Circulation Cardiovascular Interventions. He received his 

M.D. from Minsk Medical Institute and completed residency training at New York 

Presbyterian Hospital. Dr. Banerjee has completed fellowships at the University of Iowa 

Hospitals and clinics in cardiovascular disease and interventional cardiology.
